Qualifications 

The following requirements must be met for the position of 
Lateral Police Officer: 

 Be at least 21 years of age. 
 Possess a high school diploma or GED. 
 Possess a valid Oregon Drivers License, or ability to 

obtain one. 
 Be a U.S. citizen. 
 Ability to pass ORPAT physical agility test within five 

minutes or less. 
 Be a Peace Officer’s Standards and Training (POST) 

certified police officer currently employed with a law 
enforcement agency in any state. 

 

Application and Selection Process 
Applicants must submit a completed City application 
form, detailed resume, and cover letter.   

Successful applicants will be subjected to pre-
employment testing to include a psychological, medical, 
and drug screening background investigation.
